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3. The way to apply the initiative (a short description of how the initiative has been applied)?


Initiative for the reduction of the above mentioned IO was applied in the assumption of the amendment of this Act. It has been already approved by the Council of Ministers.


The reduction - we change of the nature of this IO. Now we will have a few alternative solutions to inform debtors. One of them will be putting information about possible registration of debtor data in bureau directly in the agreement of buying services. Alternative suggestion is to put this information into bills or calls for payment which are sent anyway to the debtor. If a company still would like to inform its debtor by letter it won’t have to be done by means of the registered letter. 





2. The impact of the initiative for an individual enterprise? 


The IO to inform debtors by using the form of the registered letter creates logistic and operational problems for individual entrepreneur. These are not standard letters nor bills prepared by machines. It cost companies time and money to prepare and send the registered letter. They have to check who is not paying on time, confirm the address in the national data base (34,50 PLN for a single check). Additionally, the stamp cost 5,50 PLN, the same cost occurs when the letter is not collected by addressee and returns to sender (40% of analysed cases). Yearly cost of that IO for 1 company amounted to circa 35 500 EUR (28 000 EUR for sending letters plus 6 500 EUR from the returns). The reduction of this IO will have a strong impact mainly on the business/companies operating on mass market (i.e. gas and energy suppliers, telecommunication sector). 
































The concept of the red tape reduction initiative?


Ministry of Economy identified and measured information obligations (IO) imposed on businesses by the Act on the disclosure of commercial information. We identified 34 IOs. 20 IOs are imposed on 3 companies - commercial information bureaus existing in Poland, 12 of them have an impact on the other entrepreneurs (clients of the bureaus – we assess that around 20 000 companies used the services of the bureaus and registered their debtors there). 2 IOs are imposed both on bureaus and their clients. 1 of the IO founded in the Act is to inform debtor, by means of a registered letter, that his data (name/defaulted payment) will be send/registered in the information bureau (in case of delay of the liability payment that exceeds 30 (or 60) days). The aim of the Act was to help companies to collect debts easier and quicker. But IOs created real barrier to fullfil the aim of the Act.
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
