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3. The way to apply the initiative? 





After the law was implemented, the regulations were operationally transposed in the regional council of Osnabrueck and its attached boroughs. The public was informed by way of press articles, information events, a special homepage, as well as a flyer. The model project is scientifically accompanied by two local universities. The project is evaluated by codes and customer surveys. 





The modifications especially involve


discontinuation of certain requirement permits (e.g. erection of advertisements in suburbs and next to roads is simplified). 


decrease of time limits to accelerate administrative processes


relinquishment of certain building rules for children’s play grounds and nurseries

2. The impact of the initiative for an individual enterprise? 





Positive impulse for the economic development of the region, for citizen friendly services by the authorities and the speed at which the administration works are expected.





The potential reduction of administrative burdens for citizens, administration and business can be estimated at approx. 14 million € annually. The reduction of administrative burdens is either caused by discontinuation of issuing compulsory permits or compulsory participation. 




















The concept of the red tape reduction initiative?





Since 1st January 2006 the “Law to test Extended Freedom of Action in Model Communities” (ModKG) is valid in Lower Saxony, one of the German Lander. This law allows five participating model communities over an experimental period of 3 years to modify certain state regulations or to completely discontinue them, as well as to decrease time limitations for granting permits. The aim is to achieve new freedom of action by reducing requirements. The individual modifications are based on proposals made by the participating model communities and are now being tested and evaluated in the given 3 year period. This process of modernization is highly innovative in that a state government allows experiments with rules and regulations.
