	Description of the simplification:
Anyone buying a car these days may receive the vehicle registration certificate directly from the car dealer. This makes it much easier for the customer as he can drive away in his new car at once. It is also easier for the dealer: in a few minutes he has completed all the administrative formalities. This has not always been the case. In the past, the seller and the buyer had to jointly collect the vehicle registration certificate at the post office. Later on, the customer could authorize the car seller to do this. But it still meant that a staff member of the car dealer had to go to the post office. Often the customer had to wait another day before he could ride around in his new car. After receiving complaints from the sector it was decided to allow car dealers recognized by the Dutch Road Transport Directorate (RDW) to henceforth issue the vehicle registration documents themselves.

The issue of part II of the vehicle registration certificate has meanwhile been digitalized by the RDW. Via a secure Internet website, the car dealer can enter the RDW register to modify name and address details. Companies wishing to perform the registration of the vehicle registration certificates themselves will need a special safe for that, in which the blank vehicle registration certificates must be kept. 
However, this investment proves worthwhile. For an average business effecting 257 registrations annually, the cost-savings total €3.256 per year. The 1.500 companies that originally took part in the project saved €5,1 million in one year. Nowadays about 2.431 companies participate in the project and the number of participants may even rise to 4.000 out of a total of 18.000 companies.
